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The School of Dance’s 2010 Early Summer Production
will stage works by both world renowned and young
aspiring choreographers from Australia, Indonesia and
Taiwan in May, including Elizabeth Dalman’s “This Train”
and highlights from Lin Hwai-min’s “Bamboo Dream.”

Also featured will be the traditional Balinese ‘Kecak”
dance from Indonesia; a work by Bulareyaung, an impor-
tant aboriginal dancer from Taiwan; and a piece by Yang
Hsiao-hsuan, a TNUA graduate who has risen to fame in
Australia.

Dalman, known as the founder of modern Australian
dance, created “This Train” in 1965 in response to the
global call for liberation. Bulareyaung, a choreographer
in residence of Cloud Gate 2, created the dance specifi-
cally for TNUA students.

Yang was a founding member of Cloud Gate and joined
the Australian Dance Theatre in 2004. She returned to
Taiwan to join the Taipei Crossover Dance Company in
2009. The work that will be featured in the upcoming
production is her first dance created after her return
from Australia. The production will be staged from May
27 to 30 at the TNUA Dance Theatre. Tickets are available
through the ArtsTicket system.
